The amount and the payment rule of the fees prescribed by the law of Georgia “on Enforcement Proceedings”
Article 1.
Enforcement fees and other fees prescribed by Georgian Law on Enforcement Proceedings are the compulsory payment stipulated for the service provided by the National Bureau of Enforcement (including VAT), which is deposited on the account of the National Bureau of Enforcement.

Article 2.
1. Payment of the enforcement fee is the responsibility of the debtor. In the cases of monetary levies, enforcement fee will be recovered together with the claim.

2. On cases regarding monetary payments, fee shall be determined as 7% of enforcement claim, except of the cases prescribed by paragraph 21 of this Article. The amount of a fee on cases regarding the payment of amount should not be less than 50 GEL, except of enforcement fees of the cases prescribed by subparagraphs “a”-“c” of part I of Article 268 of Civil Procedure Code of Georgia.
21. The fee for the enforcement of the cases on customs fee, fine imposed as an 

             administrative sentence, compensation of damages, and/or penalty shall be determined 

             as following:
a) Up to 100 GEL on cases of customs fee, fine imposed as an administrative sentence, compensation of damages, and/or penalty – 25% of the customs fee, fine imposed as an administrative sentence, compensation of damages, and/or penalty, but no less than 20 GEL;

b) 100-200 GEL on cases of customs fee, fine imposed as an administrative sentence, compensation of damages, and/or penalty – 20% of the customs fee, fine imposed as an administrative sentence, compensation of damages, and/or penalty, but no less than 30 GEL;

c) On cases of customs fee in the amount of 200-500 GEL, fine imposed as an administrative sentence, compensation of damages, and/or penalty – 10% of the customs fee, fine imposed as an administrative sentence, compensation of damages, and/or penalty, but no less than 40 GEL;
d) 500 GEL and above on cases of customs fee, fine imposed as an administrative sentence, compensation of damages, and/or penalty – 7% of the customs fee, fine imposed as an administrative sentence, compensation of damages, and/or penalty, but no less than 50 GEL;
3. On decisions prescribed in subparagraphs “a”-“d” of the first part of article 268 of civil procedure code of Georgia, as well as criminal cases (except for the cases prescribed in paragraph 15 of article 38 in the law of Georgia “on enforcement proceedings”) and the fines imposed based on administrative-legal regulations, sums to be paid in favour of the state budget of Georgia, including state customs and the fees for enforcement of the resolutions indicated in subparagraph “l” of article 2 of this law are not payable in advance. The amount of the fee for the enforcement of these resolutions equals 7% of the claim to be enforced. The debtor is obliged to pay the fee upon the start of the enforcement.
4. The amount of the fee of the debtors of Creditors stipulated by paragraph 12 of Article 38 of Georgian Law on Enforcement Proceedings, who have monetary claim, shall constitute 2% of the enforcement monetary request (not less than 50 GEL) while completely fulfilling the claim within the  term  specified by the law.
5. Pursuant to the rule prescribed in paragraph 11 of Article 35 of the Law of Georgia “on Enforcement Proceedings”, if the creditor shall apply paragraph 12 of this Article, the creditor is entitled to prolong the enforcement proceeding by paying the annual fee of 200 GEL.
6. On cases to be enforced in favor of state, Autonomous Republics’ or local self-government units’ budgets including paragraph “L” of Article 2 of the Lao of Georgia “on Enforcement Proceedings”, if the property will be transferred in –kind to the state, Autonomous Republics’ or local self-governments’ ownership by the National Bureau of Enforcement., the price of the property shall be determined as of half of its market value.

Article 3.
1. On monetary debt cases, the amount paid as a fee shall be returned to the creditor in proportion to the recovered request.
2. On cases of the monetary levy, the creditor pays 2% of the enforcement request (but not less than 50 GEL) while submitting the enforcement sheet to the National Bureau of Enforcement.”;
3. While recovering an item from an illegal owner or/and transfer of it or eviction, the amount of the enforcement fee is 1% of the market value of the item, but no less than 100 Gel. In the cases of this category, the creditor pays the enforcement fee in advance according to the conclusion of an expert (audit) about the market value of the item presented by him together with the enforcement document. The creditor is entitled to claiming the reimbursement of the enforcement fee paid by him and the corresponding expenses from the debtor in court.
4. In cases prescribed in paragraphs 2 and 3 of this article, the amount to be paid by the creditor-individual (except for the sole proprietor), despite the claim to be enforced should not exceed 5000 Gel.

5. For each item subject to registration for enforcement of suit satisfaction measures and upon presentation in the enforcement bureau of enforcement sheet issued on the cases of other categories, the creditor pays the enforcement fee of 100 Gel.

 Article 4.

1. Private enforcement officer addresses the National Bureau of Enforcement with the request of rendering auction service, presents copies of the auction documents (relevant materials for the enforcement proceedings) certified by him, and deposits on the account of the National Bureau of Enforcement fee established for rendering such service which constitutes 1% of the claim against the debtor at the day of presenting the address, but no less than 200 GEL. If the request on rendering auction service has been filed through the request processing electronic means, materials of the enforcement proceeding are not required to be certified.
2. Private enforcement officer shall be entitled to address the National Bureau of Enforcement to place the public notification regarding the cases under its competence on the official website of the National Bureau of enforcement. The fee for such service for the private enforcement officer shall constitute 50 GEL.

3. The fee for rendering service for the private enforcement officer by the enforcement police division, structural unit of the National Bureau of Enforcement, shall constitute:

a) For assisting to appraise, seize the debtor’s property in order to solicit the item from illegal ownership (eviction, transferring of an item), to enforce security measures of a claim and to ensure enforcement – in cases of self government cities: on the territories of Tbilisi, Batumi, Kutaisi – 200 GEL, on other territories – 300 GEL;

b) For providing assistance in all other enforcement activities, except whose prescribed by subparagraph “a” of this paragraph - in cases of self government cities: on the territories of Tbilisi, Batumi, Kutaisi – 100 GEL, on other territories – 200 GEL.

1. Fees for executing the function of a trustee and/or the function of the manager of the insolvency case during the insolvency case proceeding, as well as service fees for rendering the auction pursuant to the rule prescribed by the Law of Georgia on “Insolvency Case Proceedings” by the National Bureau of Enforcement shall be determined as following:
a) When executing authority of a trustee – 7% of the market value of the trusted property, but not less than 5 000 GEL (five thousand);
b) When executing authority of a bankruptcy manager – 7% of the market value of the trusted property, but not less than 5 000 GEL (five thousand);

c) Suspension of the Insolvency proceedings when executing authority of a trustee 5 000 GEL (five thousand);

e) In case of in –kind contribution of the property pursuant to the rule prescribed by the Law of Georgia on “Insolvency Case Proceedings” – 7% of the market value of the trusted property;

           manager prior to February 1, 2012, upon which court decision to commence the Insolvency   

          Proceedings was announced prior to August 1, 2011 shall be determined as following:

a)  When executing authority of a trustee -7% of the market value of the trusted property, but not less than 5 000 GEL (five thousand);

b) When executing authority of a bankruptcy manager – 7% of the amount, that has to be transferred to the creditor by the National Bureau of Enforcement. 
c) In case amount recovered from the property sales or pursuant to the rule prescribed in paragraph 1 of Article 6 of the Law of Georgia on “Insolvency Case Proceedings” the amount deposited to the court is less than the fee determined in paragraph 1 of this law, the difference shall not be paid.

Article 10.  

According to the Law on Enforcement Proceedings of Georgia, fees for Monetary Debt Payment claims in the summary proceedings shall constitute:

a)  Upon submission of the Debt Payment claim by the applicant (application fee) – 100 GEL per legally based claim.  In case of shared liability, if the claim is submitted by several applicants or/and the claim is addressing several respondents, the application fee shall be 100 GEL with respect to each person;
b)   Imposing seizure as a means of securing the claim – 50 GEL per item/property;
c)  In case of rendering the debt payment in summary proceedings by the respondent in full or partially- 2% of covered debt (not less than 50 GEL);

Article 11. 
1. According to the Law on Enforcement Proceedings of Georgia, fees for Statement of Facts performed by the National Bureau of Enforcement of Georgia shall constitute:

2. National Bureau of Enforcement shall transfer the documentation on Statement of Facts solely upon payment of the service fee;
